b) The Candidates shall produce a proof of having paid the examination fee / submission of examination form etc., when they approach the Centre for duplicate halltickets. 
3. When ever  there is a change in the syllabus, the old batch of students have to appear according to the new syllabus. Whenever they appear they have to ascertain the papers they have to appear and fill in
